Sacro Services 
Sacro services are split into two different areas: Justice Services (managed by Lynne Thornhill) and Community Safety and Public Protection (managed by John Kennedy).
Justice Services
Upside is a Scottish Government funded Scotland-wide throughcare service delivered with seven partner organisations, providing voluntary practical and emotional support to people in short-term custody or on remand to help them transition to community life.
Veterans Mentoring Service supports military veterans in or at risk of entering the criminal justice system to achieve sustainable, independent living.
Travel Service provides free volunteer-driven transport for Edinburgh and Lothian residents visiting loved ones in Scottish prisons and the State Hospital.
Youth Justice Services in Fife, Falkirk, West and East Dunbartonshire use restorative principles to prevent offending and address harm for 8-17 year olds.
Women’s Mentoring Services in Fife and East Dunbartonshire work with social workers, providing voluntary 1-to-1 mentoring support to women on community orders.
Custody Navigators (Fife and Ayrshire) supports adults in police custody who are ready for change, creating tailored plans after release to address individual needs.
Pop Plus supports people aged 16+ in Glasgow police custody with substance misuse issues, providing 1-to-1 support and signposting to services to reduce reoffending.
Mediation Services:  Fife Community Safety Support Service works to deliver community safety by improving the local environment, make people feel safer and reducing crime.  The Additional Support Needs Service works in schools in Aberdeenshire and Tayside with The Scottish Community Mediation Service deals with local disputes to help make communities safer. Sacro also provides training in mediation and restorative practices.
AYE  in South Lanarkshire supports people who have problematic substance use and have had contact with police or justice services, in partnership with South Lanarkshire ADP.
STOP tackles Sectarian and all other Hate Crime offending for people aged 12+ in Lanarkshire, Forth Valley, East/West Dunbarton, and Glasgow.  Jumping through the Hoops programme has been tackles low to moderate-level disruption at Celtic football matches.
The Bail Supervision Service works to prevent unnecessary custodial remands and re-offending on bail by providing supervision, monitoring and support in North Lanarkshire.
North Ayrshire Justice Support Service provides personalised support to individuals involved in the criminal justice system in North Ayrshire. 
Connect supports people pre and post liberation who have problematic substance use coming out of HMP Addiewell.
The Recovery Orientated Justice Service supports all those going through the Hamilton Alcohol and Drug problem solving court using peer workers.
Sacro provides Justice Support services in North Lanarkshire, offering individuals subject to statutory orders the opportunity to be mentored.
Community Justice Scotland RJ Pilot is a test case for change in South Lanarkshire, exploring new approaches to responding to harm within the community. 

Community Safety & Public Protection Services
Services are managed by our Director of Public Protection and Community Safety, John Kennedy. 
The Garden Project offers adults a gardening pathway to social inclusion and employment in Glasgow.
Intensive Support Packages provides 24/7 monitoring and support to manage the risk of further offending by people who are assessed as posing a risk within the community.  The Avert service provides less intensive support or support to people presenting with escalating concerns in the community. 
Fearfree is a national service that supports LGBTQ+ or heterosexual male survivors of domestic abuse.
Lunar helps women who are involved in or at risk of selling / exchanging sex through outreach, 1-to-1 support, advocacy, and practical items. 
Aditi supports BAME women victims and survivors of domestic violence, specialising in honour-based violence, female genital mutilation and forced marriage. 
The Caledonian Women & Children’s service (Stirling and Clackmannanshire) supports women who have experienced domestic violence from a male.  
Safeguarding Through Rapid Intervention provides a fully trained Women’s Worker to reach out to the victims of a non-crime domestic police call out. 
In Stirling and Clackmannanshire, the Extended Wellbeing Service supports women who have been affected by domestic abuse.
Aura provides gender-informed support for anyone affected by domestic abuse in North Lanarkshire.
Homelessness support in Moray: Sacro provides a dedicated 24/7 housing support unit for individuals aged 16+ who are homeless and an outreach service for care experienced young people.  The Moray Spot Purchase supports people where other services can’t meet high intensity needs in Moray.
